‘Twas the night before school starts and everywhere, anxious students were choosing 
which outfit to wear.  The notebooks were laid with care in the den, among brand new 
folders, pencils and pens.  Gone swimming, gone fishing, gone playing all day, gone va-
cations and sunburns, at least until May.  Gone church camp, gone late nights, gone 
sleeping in, too, at the thought of it all, I began to feel blue.  So I dropped to my knees 
beside of my bed, and prayed, “Can’t I just join the circus instead?  The kids at my 
school are cruel and unfair, some don’t know you, Father, and what’s more, some don’t 
care.  They know I’m a Christian, so they watch every move, to see if I’ll mess up, and 
sometimes I do.”  Then out of the silence, I heard his reply, “I’ll be with you always, just 
point them to Christ.”   



     What an incredible sum-
mer we have had so far.  
Camp was such a wonderful 
experience for so many stu-
dents.  Nashville gave us so 
many opportunities to serve 
and be the hands and feet of 
Christ.  Although my role 
here as associate pastor en-
compasses many things; I am 
so grateful for the times I 
spend with the students on 
these experiences.  Seeing 
lives changed in such dra-
matic ways is priceless.   
     As I write this, I have only 
been back from Nashville a 
couple of days.  While I could 
easily spend pages upon 
pages telling you about the 
experience I will give you a 
couple of the highlights.  
Those who purchased 
“mission stock” will be invit-
ed to a luncheon in a few 
weeks to share the dividends 
of your investment and our 
entire congregation will have 
the opportunity to hear 
about this experience on 
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Sunday July 31st.  On two 
different evenings our group 
of 15 students and 3 adults 
spent some time thinking 
and praying about the next 
step for us.  Simply put, this 
experience means nothing if 
we aren’t willing to bring it 
home and do something in 
our own community.  No 
idea was off limits for this 
experience.  In other words 
we wrote down every idea 
and then thought about the 
two or three that we will 
work on immediately.  
Something you will notice is 
that we have listed a few 
things that our church is al-
ready doing.  In some cases 
we had youth who knew this 
and in other cases it was a 
complete surprise.  I have 
listed all of them for you to 
see (including the ones that 
our church is already doing).   
     Here are the ideas our 
students had about how to 
bring back this experience: 
 

 Do a mission project 

once a month (this could 
change a bit depending 
on schedules) 

 Visit a nursing home 
 Collect money to help 

homeless and underprivi-
leged in our community 

 Do the “30 hour famine” 
to help raise awareness 
and money for mission 
projects locally 

 Give our clothes/having a 
clothing drive to help mis-
sion organizations 

 Have church for the 
homeless 

 Donate rummage sale 
items/money raised to 
mission organizations 

 Pick up trash around our 
city 

 Design youth led worship 
services for our church 

 Use “rice bowls” to collect 
money for local projects 

 Listen and spend time 
with homeless/under-
privileged and share with 
others in our congrega-
tion to raise awareness of 

     As our summer comes to 
a close we begin looking at 
our fall studies and opportu-
nities.  I am very happy to 
say that we have many great 
things happening this fall for 
our adults.  The Sunday 
morning worship will be 
based on a book entitled 
“Wild Goose Chase” and we 

discover that living with 
and for Jesus is exciting, 
fun.  This is what God wants 
us to experience. 
 

     Several of our parents 
have commented on what a 
great week their child had!  
We, as a church, receive a 
letter from camp that de-
scribes a little bit about 
Christian decisions they 
made at camp.
