Andy decided to give it a 

try.  “My Stephen Minister 

talked a little bit, but lis-

tened to me a lot.  And he 

showed an unconditional 

concern for me that I had 

never experienced be-

fore.”

Kerstin always seemed 

happy but at times I felt as 

though I could never give her 

enough.  She was a fiercely 

independent little girl.  On 
her first day of Kindergarten, 

she chose her own outfit and 

exclaimed that she was “the 

boss of her own body.”  I 

figured if she could put that 

sentence together, she was 

in fact her own boss.  I never 

dressed her again.  Unfortu-

nately, her clothes also never 

matched again. 
 

Kerstin is now 23 years old.  

She is a Cosmetologist and 

one of the youngest Regional 
Manager’s for Ulta Salons.  

She bought her first house 

last year and when I volun-

teered to look at homes 

with her, she responded “I 

got it, Mom.”  I have spent 

many nights awake wonder-

ing if her independence and 

strong will were because she 

felt she couldn’t count on 

me.
