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The enemy’s tactics haven’t changed since the garden of Eden. He tries to neutralize
us spiritually by getting us to focus on what we’ve done wrong in the past.

Divine detours
and delays are often the paths God uses to get us where He wants us to go. This is the
place where the Wild Goose chase will begin for many of us. In this session, we join
Paul and other shipwreck survivors on the island of Malta to understand how our fail-
ure might turn into someone else’s miracle.
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We need to quit living as if the purpose of life is to arrive safely at death. Instead, we
need to start playing offense with our lives because the world needs more people
with more daring plans. In this session, we scale the wall with Jonathan, look the op-
position in the eye, and dare to do dangerous things.
