Or 

will they automatically 

send every child on to 

Kindergarten regardless 

of readiness.  Will they 

even have an option for 

children who need more 

time? 
 

These are just a few of the 

major advantages we have 

over East Allen County 

Schools.  Plus 45 years ex-

perience in preschool educa-

tion.  Will some people 

choose East Allen?  Yes, be-

cause we also need to factor 

in the economic situation of 

families.

H ow many of you remember Roger Woodcock?  If you have been to 

Pokagon State Park in northeast Indiana you will see the mark he and oth-

ers in the Conservation Corps made.  From 1936 to 1939 men like him 

planted trees, built roads, and constructed buildings that became a place of 

re-creation.
